	Crime remains very low in the Kincardine beat area since the last Community Council meeting.

During December 2011 there was one recorded crime in Drumoak, an assault.  One person charged and reported.

Few suspicious incidents during last month.  Two reports of what sounded like a firearm being shot in woodlands between Drumoak and Peterculter.  Poachers are thought to be going around the area.  Local Gamekeepers have been spoken to and they were not out at time of shots being heard.  Further suspicious incident involving vehicles seen near riverbank and torches used.

If any suspicious people/vehicles seen in remote areas off main roads, advise Police and try to note any description, registration marks, etc.
