1. LOCAL INTEREST INFORMATION

	Over the last month there have been again a relatively low amount of calls.  Few calls received regarding youths casing annoyance in the area.  There were older youths traced in the vicinity of Park Bridge and camping in The Glebe, who were spoken to and moved on.  No issues/crimes found to have been committed.

Roads Policing officers have again been in the area.  One driver was dealt with for Road tax offence and another has been dealt with for Dangerous driving.





2. FEEDBACK ON POLICE ACTIONS IN RESPONSE TO MATTERS RAISED AT THE PREVIOUS MEETING

	1. Youth Problems in Drumoak.  PC Smart is to arrange for specific anti-social behaviour patrols to be carried out in Drumoak to try and deter any further problems.

2. A leaflet drop is to be made in the Keithmuir/Sunnyside areas advising residents to call Police should any incidents of anti-social behaviour be seen to be occurring.  PC Smart to be carrying this out.

3. Enquiry re Mosquito Devices – PC Smart contacted Grampian Police Crime Reduction Unit who advised the devices could not be used to stop youths gathering but they were unsure if they are still legally allowed to be used by home owners.

4. PC Smart to compile list of incidents in Keithmuir/Sunnyside areas regarding youth/resident problems and to forward to Grampian Housing Association for their information and action. 




1. DETAILS OF ACTIONS IN RESPONSE TO MATTERS RAISED AT THE PREVIOUS MEETING

1. Traffic Units are to continue carrying out regular Patrols in the areas to detect speeding and other Road Traffic Offences.

2. Patrols to continue to be made in the area of Tower Cottage, Park bridge and Glebe areas by local officers.  

3. PC Smart to arrange Anti-Social Patrols and leaflet drop in Drumoak regarding ongoing anti-social behaviour problems.
